SOUND QUALITY

Please use a voice recorder app on your phone to record your audio. Send the
file to the producer after the call. This will ensure better audio quality.

Keep small in-ear headphones or ear buds on hand.

If working at a table, cover the table with a blanket or thick towel. This will help
reduce the sound bouncing off the hard surface and sounding “boxy”.

No virtual backgrounds.
